Welcome to the Prepare + Prosper guide on how to file your Form M1PR, Renter’s
Property Tax Refund via the free version of TaxSlayer we provide access to. This
guide goes step-by-step through the process.

If you’re a homeowner who qualifies for the Homeowner's
Homestead Credit Refund we strongly encourage you do so via the Minnesota
Department of Revenue’s Property Tax Refund Online Filing System. While you can
use the free version of TaxSlayer we provide access to, the Minnesota Department of
Revenue system is optimized for the Homeowner's Homestead Credit Refund.

Before you start your return in TaxSlayer

This guide is for you if you’re only filing your Renter’s Property Tax Refund. This
means you don’t file a federal return and don’t need to report any taxable income:
e.g., income from a job, a business, or pension or annuity income, etc. Also, don’t use
this guide if you qualify for the federal Child Tax Credit. If you do have taxable
income or need to claim the Child Tax Credit use our DIY Tax Prep Guide (available
HERE) or guidance on claiming the Child Tax Credit (available HERE).

If you'’re eligible for the Renter’s Property Tax Refund, but don’t have any taxable
income, you may be paying your rent from nontaxable income or using savings. The
way your rent is paid must be reported when claiming the Renter’s Property Tax
Refund to correctly calculate your refund and explain how your rent was paid. This
guide explains how to enter the most common forms of nontaxable income, like:

9 Social Security Benefits (retirement, disability, or survivors benefits)

1 Supplemental Security Income (SSI)

1 Minnesota Family Investment Program (MFIP)

M1 General Assistance (GA)

It’s important to know the total amount you received from these programs for the
full year. If you receive Social Security Benefits, you can find this on Form SSA-1099.
Other programs often do not have a form, but you can often contact a county
representative to ask for an annual total. Lastly, you must have your Certificate of
Rent Paid (CRP) from your landlord.

The Minnesota Department of Revenue provides more guidance on nontaxable
household income in the MIPR Instruction booklet.

Step 1: Go to https://prepareandprosper.org/do-it-yourself-tax-prep/, scroll down
to and click “Send Me The DIY Tax Prep Resources. You'll be taken to a form which
you will fill out and submit. After submitting the form, you’ll receive a confirmation
email with the link to the free TaxSlayer software. Clicking on or copying and pasting
this link will take you to webpage pictured below. It is very important to set up your
account through this TaxSlayer VITA/TCE self-prep kiosk. Use this link if you need to
get back into your free account. To set up your account, click continue button.
